Celebrating Black Catholic History
Month: We highlight Servant of God Moth-
er Mary Elizabeth Lange (1784-1882) who
was born Elizabeth Lange, a native of the
Caribbean and believed to be Cuban born
of Haitian descent. She was the foundress
and first Superior General of the Oblate
Sisters of Providence (1829-1832), the
first religious congregation of African
American women in the history of the
Catholic Church. On July 2, 1829, Eliza-
beth and three other women professed
their vows and became the Oblate Sisters
of Providence with the goal of educating
and evangelizing African Americans. They
educated youth and provided a home for
orphans. Freed slaves were educated and
at times admitted into the congregation.
They nursed the terminally ill during the
cholera epidemic of 1832, sheltered the
elderly, and served as domestics at St.
Mary’s Seminary. Mother Mary Lange
practiced faith to an extraordinary degree.
It was her deep faith — in close union with
Jesus — which enabled her to persevere
against all odds. She lived through disap-
pointment and opposition until God called
her home in 1882 at the St. Frances Con-
vent in Baltimore, Maryland. You can ad-
vocate for her canonization by signing
the letter in the church vestibule.
